(D) the testimony and documentation de-
seribed in subparagraph (C) demonstrate that
diserimination across the United States poses a
barrier to full and fair participation in surface
transportation-related businesses of women
business owners and minority business owners
and has 1mpacted firm development and many
aspects of surface transportation-related busi-
ness in the public and private markets; and

(E) the testimony and documentation de-
seribed in subparagraph (C) provide a strong
basis that there is a compelling need for the
continuation of the disadvantaged business en-
terprise program to address race and gender
diserimination in surface transportation-related
business.

State of Alaska and to the United States from the recon-
struction of the Alaska Highway from the Alaskan border
at Beaver Creek, Yukon Territory, to Haines Junction in
Canada and the Haines Cutoff Highway from Haines
Junction in Canada to Haines, Alaska, the Secretary may
provide for the necessary reconstruction of the highway

using funds awarded through an applicable competitive
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orant program, if the highway meets all applicable eligi-
bility requirements for the program, except for the specific
requirements established by the agreement for the Alaska
Highway Project between the Government of the United
States and the Government of Canada. In addition to the
funds described in the previous sentence, notwithstanding
any other provision of law and on agreement with the
State of Alaska, the Secretary is authorized to expend on
such hichway or the Alaska Marine Highway System any
Federal-aid highway funds apportioned to the State of
Alaska under this title at a Federal share of 100 per cen-
tum. No expenditures shall be made for the construction
of the portion of such hichways that are in Canada unless
an agreement is in place between the Government of Can-
ada and the Government of the United States (including
an agreement in existence on the date of enactment of the
Surface Transportation Reauthorization Act of 2021) that
provides, in part, that the Canadian Government—

“(1) will provide, without participation of funds
authorized under this title, all necessary right-of-way
for the reconstruction of such highways;

“(2) will not impose any highway toll, or permit
any such toll to be charged for the use of such high-

ways by vehicles or persons;
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“(3) will not levy or assess, directly or indi-
rectly, any fee, tax, or other charge for the use of
such highways by vehicles or persons from the
United States that does not apply equally to vehicles
or persons of Canada;

“(4) will continue to grant reciprocal recogni-
tion of vehicle registration and driver’s licenses in
accordance with agreements between the United
States and Canada; and

“(5) will maintain such highways after their
completion in proper condition adequately to serve
the needs of present and future traffic.

“(b) The survey and construction work undertaken
in Canada pursuant to this section shall be under the gen-
eral supervision of the Secretary.

“(e) For purposes of this section, the term ‘Alaska
Marine Highway System’ includes all existing or planned
transportation facilities and equipment in Alaska, includ-
ing the lease, purchase, or construction of vessels, termi-
nals, docks, floats, ramps, staging areas, parking lots,
bridges and approaches thereto, and necessary roads.”.
SEC. 1117. TOLL ROADS, BRIDGES, TUNNELS, AND FERRIES.

“(b) ESTABLISHMENT OF BRIDGE INVESTMENT PRO-
GRAM.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—There 1s established a

bridge investment program to provide financial as-

sistance for eligible projects under this section.

“(2) GoALs.—The goals of the program shall

be—
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“(A) to improve the safety, efficiency, and
reliability of the movement of people and freight
over bridges;
“(B) to improve the condition of bridges in
the United States by reducing—
“(1) the number of bridges—
“(I) in poor condition; or
“(II) in fair condition and at risk
of falling into poor condition within
the next 3 years;
“(11) the total person miles traveled
over bridges—
“(I) in poor condition; or
“(II) in fair condition and at risk
of falling into poor condition within
the next 3 years;
“(i11) the number of bridges that—
“(I) do not meet current geo-
metric design standards; or
“(II) cannot meet the load and
traffic requirements typical of the re-
oional transportation network; and
“(iv) the total person miles traveled

over bridges that—
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“(I) do not meet current geo-
metric design standards; or
“(II) cannot meet the load and
traffic requirements typical of the re-
eional transportation network; and
“(C) to provide financial assistance that
leverages and encourages non-Federal contribu-
tions from sponsors and stakeholders involved
in the planning, design, and construction of eli-
oible projects.
“(¢) GRANT AUTHORITY.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—In carrying out the pro-
oram, the Secretary may award grants, on a com-
petitive basis, in accordance with this section.

“(2) GRANT AMOUNTS.—Except as otherwise
provided, a grant under the program shall be—

“(A) in the case of a large project, in an
amount that is—
“(1) adequate to fully fund the project
(in combination with other financial re-
sources identified in the application); and
“(i1) not less than $50,000,000; and
“(B) in the case of any other eligible

project, in an amount that is—
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“(i) adequate to fully fund the project
(in combination with other financial re-
sources identified in the application); and
“(i1) not less than $2,500,000.

“(3) MAXIMUM AMOUNT.—Except as otherwise

provided, for an eligible project receiving assistance
under the program, the amount of assistance pro-
vided by the Secretary under this section, as a share

of eligible project costs, shall be—

“(A) in the case of a large project, not
more than 50 percent; and

“(B) in the case of any other eligible
project, not more than 80 percent.

“(4) FEDERAL SHARE.—

“(A)  MAXIMUM  FEDERAL  INVOLVE-
MENT.—Federal assistance other than a grant
under the program may be used to satisfy the
non-Federal share of the cost of a project for
which a grant is made, except that the total
Federal assistance provided for a project receiv-
ing a grant under the program may not exceed
the Federal share for the project under section

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1 “(B) OFF-SYSTEM BRIDGES.—In the case
2 of an eligible project for an off-system bridge
3 (as defined in section 133(f)(1))—

4 “(1) Federal assistance other than a
5 orant under the program may be used to

“(iv) the number and percentage of
bridges within the same State as the eligi-
ble project that are in poor condition;

“(v) the extent to which the eligible
project demonstrates cost savings by bun-
dling multiple bridge projects;

“(v1) in the case of an eligible project
of a Federal land management agency, the
extent to which the grant would reduce a
Federal hability or Federal infrastructure
maintenance backlog;

“(vil) geographic diversity among
orant recipients, including the need for a
balance between the needs of rural and

urban communities; and
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“(vii1) the extent to which a bridege
that would be assisted with a grant—

“(I) is, without that assistance

“(aa) at risk of falling into
or remaining in poor condition;
or

“(bb) in fair condition and
at risk of falling into poor condi-
tion within the next 3 years;

“(IT) does not meet current geo-
metric design standards based on—

bridge; or

2022 through 2026, for each State de-

“(I) not fewer than 1 large
project that the Secretary determines
is justified under the evaluation under
subsection (2)(4); or

“(IT) 2 eligible projects that are
not large projects that the Secretary
determines are justified under the
evaluation under subsection (f)(3);
and

“(i11) not be required to award a grant

for an eligible project that the Secretary

does not determine is justified under an

“(6) CULVERT LIMITATION.—Not more than 5
percent of the amounts made available for each fis-
cal year for grants under the program may be used
for eligible projects that consist solely of culvert re-
placement or rehabilitation.

“(d) EniciBLE ENTITY.—The Secretary may make

a grant under the program to any of the following:

“(1) A State or a group of States.

“(2) A metropolitan planning organization that
serves an urbanized area (as designated by the Bu-
reau of the Census) with a population of over
200,000.

“(3) A unit of local government or a group of
local governments.

“(4) A political subdivision of a State or local
government.

“(5) A special purpose district or public author-
ity with a transportation function.

“(6) A Federal land management agency.

“(7) A Tribal government or a consortium of
Tribal governments.

“(8) A multistate or multijurisdictional group

of entities described in paragraphs (1) through (7).
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“(e) ELIGIBLE PROJECT REQUIREMENTS.—The Sec-

retary may make a grant under the program only to an

“(f) COMPETITIVE PROCESS AND KVALUATION OF

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall—

“(1) for the first fiscal year for which
funds are made available for obligation
under the program, not later than 60 days
after the date on which the template under

“(2) ApPPLICATIONS.—An eligible entity shall
submit to the Secretary an application at such time,
in such manner, and containing such information as
the Secretary may require.
“(3) EVALUATION.—
“(A) IN GENERAL.—Prior to providing a

orant under this subsection, the Secretary

shall—
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“(1) conduct an evaluation of each eli-
ible project for which an application is re-

ceived under this subsection; and

“(i1) assign a quality rating to the eli-
ible project on the basis of the evaluation

“(B) REQUIREMENTS.—In carrying out an

evaluation under subparagraph (A), the Sec-

retary shall—

benefits submitted by the applicant using
the template developed under paragraph
(1)(B)(1), including whether the project

will generate, as determined by the Sec-

retary:

“(I) costs avoided by the preven-

tion of closure or reduced use of the

bridge to be improved by the project;

“(II) in the case of a bundle of

projects, benefits from executing the

projects as a bundle compared to as
individual projects;

“(IIT) safety benefits, including

the reduction of accidents and related

costs;
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“(IV) person and freight mobility
benefits, including congestion reduc-
tion and reliability improvements;

“(V) mnational or regional eco-
nomic benefits;

“(VI) benefits from long-term re-
siliency to extreme weather events,
flooding, or other natural disasters;

“(VII) benefits from protection
(as described in section 133(b)(10)),
including improving seismic or scour
protection;

“(VIII) environmental benefits,
including wildlife connectivity;

“(IX) benefits to mnonvehicular
and public transportation users;

“(X) benefits of using—

“(aa) Innovative design and
construction techniques; or

“(bb) imnovative tech-
nologies; or

“(XI) reductions in maintenance
costs, including, in the case of a feder-
ally-owned bridge, cost savings to the

Federal budget; and
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1 “(11) consider whether and the extent
2 to which the benefits, including the bene-
3 fits described in clause (i), are more likely
4 than not to outweigh the total project
5 costs.

6 “(g) COMPETITIVE PROCESS, EVALUATION, AND AN-
7 NUAL REPORT FOR LARGE PROJECTS.—

8 “(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall estab-
9 lish an annual date by which an eligible entity sub-
10 mitting an application for a large project shall sub-
11 mit to the Secretary such information as the Sec-

“(i1) safety benefits, including the re-
duction of accidents and related costs;

“(iv) person and freight mobility bene-
fits, including congestion reduction and re-
liability improvements;

“(v) national or regional economic
benefits;

“(vi) benefits from long-term resil-
lency to extreme weather events, flooding,
or other natural disasters;

“(vil) benefits from protection (as de-
seribed in section 133(b)(10)), including
Improving seismic or scour protection;

“(viil) environmental benefits, includ-
ing wildlife connectivity;

“(ix) benefits to nonvehicular and
public transportation users;

“(x) benefits of using—
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“(I) innovative design and con-
struction techniques; or
“(IT) innovative technologies; or
“(x1) reductions in maintenance costs,
including, in the case of a federally-owned
bridge, cost savings to the Federal budget;

“(C) is cost effective based on an analysis
of whether the benefits and avoided costs de-
seribed in subparagraph (B) are expected to
outweigh the project costs;

“(D) 1s supported by other Federal or non-
Federal financial commitments or revenues ade-
quate to fund ongoing maintenance and preser-
vation; and

“(E) is consistent with the objectives of an
applicable asset management plan of the project
sponsor, including a State asset management
plan under section 119(e) in the case of a
project on the National Highway System that is
sponsored by a State.

“(5) RATINGS.

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall
develop a methodology to evaluate and rate a

large project on a 5-point scale (the points of
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which include ‘high’, ‘medium-high’, ‘medium’,
‘medium-low’, and ‘low’) for each of—
“(1) paragraph (4)(B);
“(i1) paragraph (4)(C); and
“(i11) paragraph (4)(D).

“(B) REQUIREMENT.—To be considered
justified and receive a recommendation for
funding in the annual report under paragraph
(6), a project shall receive a rating of not less
than ‘medium’ for each rating required under
subparagraph (A).

“(6) ANNUAL REPORT ON FUNDING REC-

OMMENDATIONS FOR LARGE PROJECTS.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than the
first Monday in February of each year, the Sec-
retary shall submit to the Committees on

Secretary recommends a new multiyear
orant agreement under subsection (j), the
proposed payout schedule for the project.

“(B) LIMITATIONS.—
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“(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary
shall not recommend in an annual report
under this paragraph a new multiyear
oerant agreement provided from funds from
the Highway Trust Fund unless the Sec-
retary determines that the project can be
completed using funds that are anticipated
to be available from the Highway Trust
Fund in future fiscal years.

“(11) GENERAL FUND PROJECTS.—
The Secretary—

“(I) may recommend for funding
in an annual report under this para-
oraph a large project using funds
from the general fund of the Treas-
ury; but

“(IT) shall not execute a grant
agreement for that project unless—

“(aa) funds other than from
the Highway Trust Fund have

“(D) PROJECT DIVERSITY.—In selecting

projects to recommend for funding in the an-
nual report under this paragraph, the Secretary
shall ensure diversity among projects ree-

ommended based on—

“(1) the amount of the grant re-

quested; and
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“(i1) erants for an eligible project for
1 bridge compared to an eligible project

that 1s a bundle of projects.

“(h) ELIGIBLE PrROJECT COSTS.—A grant received

for an eligible project under the program may be used

“(1) development phase activities, including
planning, feasibility analysis, revenue forecasting,
environmental review, preliminary engineering and
design work, and other preconstruction activities;

“(2) construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation,
acquisition of real property (including land related
to the project and improvements to the land), enwvi-
ronmental mitigation, construction contingencies, ac-
quisition of equipment, and operational improve-
ments directly related to improving system perform-
ance; and

“(3) expenses related to the protection (as de-
sceribed in section 133(b)(10)) of a bridge, including
seismic or scour protection.

“(1) TIFTIA PROGRAM.—On the request of an eligible

22 entity carrying out an eligible project, the Secretary may

23 use amounts awarded to the entity to pay subsidy and ad-

24 ministrative costs necessary to provide to the entity Fed-
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1 eral credit assistance under chapter 6 with respect to the

2 eligible project for which the grant was awarded.

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Collision Reduction Study’, there are more than
1,000,000 wildlife-vehicle collisions every year;
“(2) wildlife-vehicle collisions—
“(A) present a danger to—
“(1) human safety; and
“(11) wildlife survival; and
“(B) represent a persistent concern that
results in tens of thousands of serious injuries
and hundreds of fatalities on the roadways of
the United States; and
“(3) the total annual cost associated with wild-
life-vehicle collisions has been estimated to be
$8,388,000,000; and
“(4) wildlife-vehicle collisions are a major
threat to the survival of species, including birds, rep-
tiles, mammals, and amphibians.

“(b) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary shall estab-

lish a competitive wildlife crossings pilot program (re-

ferred to in this section as the ‘pilot program’) to provide

“(1) a reduction in the number of wildlife-vehi-
cle collisions; and

“(2) in carrying out the purpose described in
paragraph (1), improved habitat connectivity for ter-

restrial and aquatic species.
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“(¢) ELIGIBLE ENTITIES.—An entity eligible to apply

for a grant under the pilot program is—

“(1) a State highway agency, or an equivalent
of that agency;

“(2) a metropolitan planning organization (as
defined in section 134(b));

“(3) a unit of local government;

“(4) a regional transportation authority;

“(5) a special purpose district or public author-
ity with a transportation function, including a port
authority;

“(6) an Indian tribe (as defined in section
207(m)(1)), including a Native village and a Native
Corporation (as those terms are defined in section 3
of the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (43
U.S.C. 1602));

“(7) a Federal land management agency; or

“(8) a group of any of the entities described in

paragraphs (1) through (7).

“(d) APPLICATIONS.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—To be eligible to receive a
orant under the pilot program, an eligible entity
shall submit to the Secretary an application at such
time, in such manner, and containing such informa-

tion as the Secretary may require.
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“(2) REQUIREMENT.—If an application under
paragraph (1) is submitted by an eligible entity

“(2) Secondarily, the extent to which the pro-
posed project of an eligible entity is likely to accom-
plish the following:

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project, including projects from public-private
partnerships.

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“(f) USE OF FUNDS.—

that a grant received under the pilot program is
used for a project to reduce wildlife-vehicle collisions.

“(2) GRANT ADMINISTRATION.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—A grant received

under the pilot program shall be administered

“(1) in the case of a grant to a KFed-
eral land management agency or an Indian
tribe (as defined in section 207(m)(1), in-
cluding a Native village and a Native Cor-
poration (as those terms are defined in
section 3 of the Alaska Native Claims Set-
tlement Act (43 U.S.C. 1602))), the Fed-
eral IHighway Administration, through an
agreement; and

“(i1) in the case of a grant to an eligi-
ble entity other than an eligible entity de-
seribed in clause (i), the State highway

SEC. 1204. PRIORITIZATION PROCESS PILOT PROGRAM.
(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:
(1) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—The term ‘‘eligible enti-
ty”” means any of the following:

(A) A metropolitan planning organization
that serves an area with a population of over
200,000.

(B) A State.

(2)  METROPOLITAN  PLANNING  ORGANIZA-
TION.—The term ‘“‘metropolitan planning organiza-
tion” has the meaning given the term in section

134(b) of title 23, United States Code.
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(3)  PRIORITIZATION PROCESS PILOT PRO-
GRAM.—The term ‘“‘prioritization process pilot pro-
oram’”’ means the pilot program established under
subsection (b)(1).

(b) ESTABLISHMENT.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall establish
and solicit applications for a prioritization process
pilot program.

(2) PURPOSE.—The  purpose  of  the
prioritization process pilot program shall be to sup-
port data-driven approaches to planning that, on
completion, can be evaluated for public benefit.

(¢) PILOT PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—An eligible entity partici-
pating in the prioritization process pilot program
shall—

(A) use priority objectives that are devel-
oped—

(1) in the case of an urbanized area
with a population of over 200,000, by the
metropolitan planning organization that
serves the area, in consultation with the
State;

(i1) in the case of an urbanized area

with a population of 200,000 or fewer, by
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the State in consultation with all metro-

politan planning organizations in the

State; and

(111) through a public process that pro-
vides an opportunity for public input;

(B) assess and score projects and strate-
oies on the basis of—

(1) the contribution and benefits of the
project or strategy to each priority objec-
tive developed under subparagraph (A);

(i1) the cost of the project or strategy
relative to the contribution and benefits as-
sessed and scored under clause (1); and

(ii1) public support;

(C) use the scores assigned under subpara-
oraph (B) to guide project selection in the de-
velopment of the transportation plan and trans-
portation improvement program; and

(D) ensure that the public—

(1) has opportunities to provide public
comment on projects before decisions are
made on the transportation plan and the

transportation improvement program; and
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(1) has access to clear reasons why
each project or strategy was selected or not
selected.

(2) REQUIREMENTS.—An eligible entity that re-
ceives a grant under the prioritization process pilot
program shall use the funds as described in each of
the following, as applicable:

(A)  METROPOLITAN  TRANSPORTATION
PLANNING.—In the case of a metropolitan plan-
ning organization that serves an area with a
population of over 200,000, the entity shall—

(i) develop and implement a publicly
accessible, transparent prioritization proc-
ess for the selection of projects for inclu-
sion on the transportation plan for the
metropolitan planning area under section
134(1) of title 23, United States Code, and
section 5303(1) of title 49, United States
Code, which shall—

(I) include criteria identified by
the metropolitan planning organiza-
tion, which may be weighted to reflect
the priority objectives developed under

paragraph (1)(A), that the metropoli-
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tan planning organization has deter-
mined support—

(aa) factors described in sec-
tion 134(h) of title 23, United
States Code, and section 5303 (h)
of title 49, United States Code;

(bb) targets for national
performance measures under sec-
tion 150(b) of title 23, United
States Code;

(ce) applicable  transpor-
tation goals in the metropolitan
planning area or State set by the
applicable transportation agency;
and

(dd) priority objectives de-
veloped under paragraph (1)(A);
(IT) evaluate the outcomes for

each proposed project on the basis of
the benefits of the proposed project
with respect to each of the criteria de-
seribed 1in subclause (I) relative to the

cost of the proposed project; and
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(IIT) use the evaluation under
subclause (II) to create a ranked list
of proposed projects; and
(1)) with respect to the priority list

under section 134(3)(2)(A) of title 23 and
section 5303())(2)(A) of title 49, United
States Code, include projects according to
the rank of the project under clause
(i)(IIT), except as provided in subpara-
eraph (D).
(B) STATEWIDE TRANSPORTATION PLAN-
NING.—In the case of a State, the State shall—
(1) develop and implement a publicly
accessible, transparent process for the se-
lection of projects for inclusion on the
long-range statewide transportation plan
under section 135(f) of title 23, United
States Code, which shall—

(I) mclude criteria identified by
the State, which may be weighted to
reflect statewide priorities, that the
State has determined support—

(aa) factors described in sec-

tion 135(d) of title 23, United
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States Code, and section 5304(d)

of title 49, United States Code;
(bb) national transportation
coals under section 150(b) of
title 23, United States Code;
(e¢) applicable  transpor-
tation goals in the State; and
(dd) the priority objectives
developed  under  paragraph

(1)(A);

(IT) evaluate the outcomes for
each proposed project on the basis of
the benefits of the proposed project
with respect to each of the criteria de-
scribed in subcelause (I) relative to the
cost of the proposed project; and

(IIT) use the evaluation under
subclause (II) to create a ranked list
of proposed projects; and
(i1) with respect to the statewide

transportation Improvement program
under section 135(g) of title 23, United
States Code, and section 5304(g) of title
49, United States Code, include projects

according to the rank of the project under
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clause (1)(III), except as provided in sub-

paragraph (D).

(C) ADDITIONAL TRANSPORTATION PLAN-
NING.—If the eligible entity has implemented,
and has in effect, the requirements under sub-
paragraph (A) or (B), as applicable, the eligible
entity may use any remaining funds from a
orant provided under the pilot program for any
transportation planning purpose.

(D) EXCEPTIONS TO PRIORITY RANKING.—
In the case of any project that the eligible enti-
ty chooses to include or not include in the
transportation improvement program under sec-
tion 134(j) of title 23, United States Code, or
the statewide transportation improvement pro-
oram under section 135(g) of title 23, United
States Code, as applicable, in a manner that is
contrary to the priority ranking for that project
established under subparagraph (A)(i)(III) or
(B)()(ITII), the eligible entity shall make pub-
licly available an explanation for the decision,
including—

(1) a review of public comments re-

carding the project;
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(11) an evaluation of public support for
the project;
(iii) an assessment of geographic bal-
ance of projects of the eligible entity; and
(iv) the number of projects of the eli-
eible entity in economically distressed
areas.
(3)  MaximuM  AMOUNT.—The  maximum
amount of a grant under the prioritization process
pilot program is $2,000,000.

(d) APPLICATIONS.

To be eligible to participate in
the prioritization process pilot program, an eligible entity
shall submit to the Secretary an application at such time,
in such manner, and containing such information as the
Secretary may require.

SEC. 1205. TRAVEL DEMAND DATA AND MODELING.

(a) DEFINITION OF METROPOLITAN PLANNING OR-
GANIZATION.—In this section, the term ‘“‘metropolitan
planning organization” has the meaning given the term
in section 134(b) of title 23, United States Code.

(b) STUDY.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 2 years after
the date of enactment of this Act, and not less fre-
quently than once every 5 years thereafter, the Sec-

retary shall carry out a study that—
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(A) gathers travel data and travel demand
forecasts from a representative sample of States
and metropolitan planning organizations;

(B) uses the data and forecasts gathered
under subparagraph (A) to compare travel de-
mand forecasts with the observed data, includ-
ng—

(1) traffic counts;

(i1) travel mode share and public¢ tran-
sit ridership; and

(i11) vehicle occupancy measures; and
(C) uses the information described in sub-

paragraphs (A) and (B)—

(1) to develop best practices or guid-
ance for States and metropolitan planning
organizations to use in forecasting travel
demand for future investments in transpor-
tation improvements;

(1) to evaluate the impact of trans-
portation investments, including new road-
way capacity, on travel behavior and travel
demand, including public transportation
ridership, induced highway travel, and con-

gestion;
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(1i1) to support more accurate travel
demand forecasting by States and metro-
politan planning organizations; and
(iv) to enhance the capacity of States
and metropolitan planning organizations—
(I) to forecast travel demand;
and
(IT) to track observed travel be-
havior responses, including induced
travel, to changes in transportation
capacity, pricing, and land use pat-
terns.

(2) SECRETARIAL SUPPORT.—The Secretary
shall seek opportunities to support the transpor-
tation planning processes under sections 134 and
135 of title 23, United States Code, through the
provision of data to States and metropolitan plan-
ning organizations to improve the quality of plans,
models, and forecasts deseribed in this subsection.

(3) EvALuATION TOOL.—The Secretary shall
develop a publicly available multimodal web-based
tool for the purpose of enabling States and metro-
politan planning organizations to evaluate the effect
of investments in highway and public transportation

projects on the use and conditions of all transpor-
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tation assets within the State or area served by the
metropolitan planning organization, as applicable.
SEC. 1206. INCREASING SAFE AND ACCESSIBLE TRANSPOR-
TATION OPTIONS.

(a) DEFINITION OF COMPLETE STREETS STAND-

ARDS OR PoLICIES.—In this section, the term “Complete
Streets standards or policies” means standards or policies
that ensure the safe and adequate accommodation of all
users of the transportation system, including pedestrians,

bicyclists, public transportation users, children, older indi-

viduals, individuals with disabilities, motorists, and freight

vehicles.
(b) FUNDING REQUIREMENT.—Notwithstanding any
other provision of law, each State and metropolitan plan-

ning organization shall use to carry out 1 or more activi-
ties deseribed in subsection (¢)—

(1) in the case of a State, not less than 2.5 per-
cent of the amounts made available to the State to
carry out section 505 of title 23, United States
Code; and

(2) in the case of a metropolitan planning orga-
nization, not less than 2.5 percent of the amounts
made available to the metropolitan planning organi-
zation under section 104(d) of title 23, United

States Code.
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(¢) ACTIVITIES DESCRIBED.—An activity referred to
in subsection (b) is an activity to increase safe and acces-
sible options for multiple travel modes for people of all
ages and abilities, which, if permissible under applicable
State and local laws, may include—

(1) adoption of Complete Streets standards or
policies;

(2)  development of a Complete Streets
prioritization plan that identifies a specific list of
Complete Streets projects to improve the safety, mo-
bility, or accessibility of a street;

(3) development of transportation plans—

(A) to create a network of active transpor-
tation facilities, including sidewalks, bikeways,
or pedestrian and bicycle trails, to connect
neighborhoods with destinations such as work-
places, schools, residences, businesses, recre-
ation areas, healthcare and child care services,
or other community activity centers;

(B) to integrate active transportation fa-
cilities with public transportation service or im-
prove access to public transportation;

(C) to create multiuse active transpor-

tation infrastructure facilities, including bike-

ways or pedestrian and bicycle trails, that make

connections within or between communities;

(D) to increase public transportation rider-
ship; and

(I£) to improve the safety of bicyelists and
pedestrians;

(4) regional and megaregional planning to ad-
dress travel demand and capacity constraints
through alternatives to new highway capacity, in-
cluding through intercity passenger rail; and

(5) development of transportation plans and
policies that support transit-oriented development.
(d) FEDERAL SHARE.—The Federal share of the cost

of an activity carried out under this section shall be 80
percent, unless the Secretary determines that the interests
of the Federal-aid highway program would be best served
by decreasing or eliminating the non-Federal share.

(e) STATE FLEXIBILITY.—A State or metropolitan
planning organization, with the approval of the Secretary,
may opt out of the requirements of this section if the State
or metropolitan planning organization demonstrates to the
Secretary, by not later than 30 days before the Secretary
apportions funds for a fiscal year under section 104, that

the State or metropolitan planning organization—
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(1) has Complete Streets standards and policies
in place; and

(2) has developed an up-to-date Complete
Streets prioritization plan as described in subsection
(¢)(2).

SEC. 1301. CODIFICATION OF ONE FEDERAL DECISION.

(C) in subparagraph (B) of paragraph (5)
(as so redesignated), by striking ‘“process for
and completion of any environmental permit”
and inserting “process and schedule, including
a timetable for and completion of any environ-
mental permit’”’; and

(D) by inserting after paragraph (6) (as so
redesignated) the following:
“(7) MAJOR PROJECT.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘major

project’” means a project for which

“(1) multiple permits, approvals, re-
views, or studies are required under a Fed-
eral law other than the National Environ-
mental Policy Act of 1969 (42 U.S.C.
4321 et seq.);

“(i1) the project sponsor has identified
the reasonable availability of funds suffi-

cient to complete the project;
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“(ii1) the project is not a covered
project (as defined in section 41001 of the

FAST Act (42 U.S.C. 4370m)); and

“(iv)(I) the head of the lead agency
has determined that an environmental im-
pact statement 1s required; or

“(IT) the head of the lead agency has
determined that an environmental assess-
ment is required, and the project sponsor

requests that the project be treated as a

major project.

“(B) CLARIFICATION.—In this section, the
term ‘major project’ does not have the same
meaning as the term ‘major project’ as de-
scribed in section 106(h).”;

(3) 1 subsection (b)(1)—

(A) by inserting , including major
projects,” after “all projects’; and

(B) by inserting ‘“‘as requested by a project
sponsor and” after “applied,”;

(4) in subsection (¢)

and”; and
(111) by adding at the end the fol-
lowing:

(B) by adding at the end the following:

PROCESS IMPROVEMENTS FOR

PROJECTS.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall

review—

“(1) existing practices, procedures,
rules, regulations, and applicable laws to
identify impediments to meeting the re-
quirements applicable to projects under
this section; and

“(i1) best practices, programmatic
agreements, and potential changes to inter-
nal departmental procedures that would fa-
cilitate an efficient environmental review

process for projects.
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“(B) CONSULTATION.—In conducting the
review under subparagraph (A), the Secretary
shall consult, as appropriate, with the heads of
other Federal agencies that participate in the
environmental review process.

“(C) REPORT.—Not later than 2 years
after the date of enactment of the Surface
Transportation Reauthorization Act of 2021,
the Secretary shall submit to the Committee on
Environment and Public Works of the Senate
and the Committee on Transportation and In-
frastructure of the House of Representatives a
report that includes—

“(1) the results of the review under
subparagraph (A); and
“(i1) an analysis of whether additional
funding would help the Secretary meet the
requirements applicable to projects under
this section.”;
(5) in subsection (d)—

(A) in paragraph (8)—

(1) in the paragraph heading, by strik-
ing “NEPA” and inserting ‘“ENVIRON-

MENTAL’;

(11) in subparagraph (A)—
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(I) by inserting “and except as
provided in subparagraph (D) after
“paragraph (7)";

(IT) by striking ‘“permits” and in-
serting “‘authorizations’; and

(II) by striking “‘single environ-

“single

ment document” and inserting
environmental document for each kind
of environmental document’’;
(111) in subparagraph (B)()—

(I) by striking “an environmental
document” and inserting ‘‘environ-
mental documents’; and

(II) by striking “permits issued”
and inserting “authorizations’; and
(iv) by adding at the end the fol-

lowing:

“(D) EXCEPTIONS.—The lead agency may
waive the application of subparagraph (A) with
respect to a project if—

“(1) the project sponsor requests that
agencies issue separate environmental doc-
uments;

“(i1) the oblications of a cooperating

agency or participating agency under the
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National Environmental Policy Act of
1969 (42 U.S.C. 4321 et seq.) have al-
ready been satisfied with respect to the
project; or

“(i11) the lead agency determines that
reliance on a single environmental docu-
ment (as described in subparagraph (A))
would not facilitate timely completion of
the environmental review process for the
project.”’; and

“(10) TIMELY AUTHORIZATIONS FOR MAJOR

PROJECTS.—

“(A) DEADLINE.—Except as provided in
subparagraph (C), all authorization decisions
necessary for the construction of a major
project shall be completed by not later than 90
days after the date of the issuance of a record
of decision for the major project.

“(B) DETAIL.—The final environmental
impact statement for a major project shall in-
clude an adequate level of detail to inform deci-
sions necessary for the role of the participating
agencies and cooperating agencies in the envi-

ronmental review process.
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“(C) EXTENSION OF DEADLINE.—The
head of the lead agency may extend the dead-
line under subparagraph (A) if—

“(1) Federal law prohibits the lead
agency or another agency from issuing an
approval or permit within the period de-
scribed in that subparagraph;

“(i1) the project sponsor requests that
the permit or approval follow a different
timeline; or

cooperating Federal agency to conduct
necessary analyses or otherwise carry
out relevant obligations of the Federal
agency for the project.”;

(D) by inserting after subparagraph (D)
the following:

“(E) FAILURE TO MEET DEADLINE.—If a

cooperating Federal agency fails to meet a
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deadline  established under subparagraph

shall submit to the Secretary a report that
describes the reasons why the deadline was
not met; and

“(i1) the Secretary shall—

SEC. 1302. WORK ZONE PROCESS REVIEWS.

The Secretary shall amend section 630.1008(e) of
title 23, Code of Federal Regulations, to ensure that the
work zone process review under that subsection is required
not more frequently than once every 5 years.

SEC. 1303. TRANSPORTATION MANAGEMENT PLANS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall amend sec-
tion 630.1010(¢) of title 23, Code of Federal Regulations,
to ensure that only a project deseribed in that subsection
with a lane closure for 3 or more consecutive days shall
be considered to be a significant project for purposes of

that section.
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(b) NON-INTERSTATE PROJECTS.—Notwithstanding
any other provision of law, a State shall not be required
to develop or implement a transportation management
plan (as described in section 630.1012 of title 23, Code
of Federal Regulations (or successor regulations)) for a
highway project not on the Interstate System if the project
requires not more than 3 consecutive days of lane closures.

“(5) Urtnity FACILITY.—The term ‘utility fa-
cility’ means any privately, publicly, or cooperatively

owned line, facility, or system for producing, trans-
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mitting, or distributing communications, power, elec-
tricity, light, heat, cas, oil, crude products, water,
steam, waste, stormwater not connected with high-
way drainage, or any other similar commodity, in-
cluding any fire or police signal system or street
lighting system, that directly or indirectly serves the
public.

“(6) UTILITY RELOCATION ACTIVITY.—The
term ‘utility relocation activity’ means an activity
necessary for the relocation of a utility facility, in-
cluding preliminary and final design, surveys, real
property acquisition, materials acquisition, and con-
struction.

“(b) REIMBURSEMENT TO STATES.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—If a State pays for the cost
of relocation of a utility facility necessitated by the
construction of a transportation project, Federal
funds may be used to reimburse the State for the
cost of relocation in the same proportion as Federal
funds are expended on the transportation project.

“(2) LomiTATION.—Federal funds shall not be
used to reimburse a State under this section if the
payment to the utility—

“(A) violates the law of the State; or
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“(B) violates a legal contract between the
utility and the State.

“(3) REQUIREMENT.—A reimbursement under
paragraph (1) shall be made only if the State dem-
onstrates to the satisfaction of the Secretary that
the State paid the cost of the utility relocation activ-
ity from funds of the State with respect to transpor-
tation projects for which Federal funds are oblicated
subsequent to April 16, 1958, for work, including
utility relocation activities.

“(4) REIMBURSEMENT ELIGIBILITY FOR EARLY

“(IT) to expand deployment of
electric vehicle charging infrastruc-
ture, hydrogen fueling infrastructure,
propane fueling infrastructure, or nat-
ural gas fueling infrastructure;

“(ITI) to protect personal privacy
and ensure cybersecurity; and

“(IV) to ensure that a properly

trained workforce is available to con-
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struct and install electric  vehicle
charging infrastructure, hydrogen
fueling infrastructure, propane fueling
infrastructure, or natural gas fueling
Infrastructure;

“(i1) the location of the station or

fueling site, such as consideration of—

“(I) the availability of onsite
amenities for vehicle operators, such
as restrooms or food facilities;

“(IT) access in complhance with
the Americans with Disabilities Act of
1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.);

“(IIT) height and fueling capacity
requirements for facilities that charge
or refuel large vehicles, such as semi-
trailer trucks; and

“(IV) appropriate distribution to
avold redundancy and fill charging or
fueling gaps;

“(iv) 1infrastructure installation that

can be responsive to technology advance-
ments, such as accommodating autono-
mous vehicles, vehicle-to-grid technology,

and future charging methods; and
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| “(v) the long-term operation and
2 maintenance of the electric vehicle charg-
3 ing infrastructure, hydrogen fueling infra-

charging infrastructure, hydrogen fueling

infrastructure, propane fueling infrastruec-
ture, or natural gas fueling infrastructure
providers;

“(v) provide access to electric vehicle
charging infrastructure, hydrogen fueling
infrastructure, propane fueling infrastrue-
ture, or natural gas fueling infrastructure
in areas with a current or forecasted need;
and

“(vi) deploy electric vehicle charging
infrastructure, hydrogen fueling infrastruc-
ture, propane fueling infrastructure, or
natural gas fueling infrastructure for
medium- and heavy-duty vehicles (includ-
ing along the National Highway Freight
Network established under section 167(¢))
and in proximity to intermodal transfer
stations;

“(B) ensure, to the maximum extent prac-
ticable, geographic diversity among erant recipi-
ents to ensure that electric vehicle charging in-
frastructure, hydrogen fueling infrastructure,

propane fueling infrastructure, or natural gas
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fueling infrastructure is available throughout
the United States;

“(C) consider whether the private entity
that the eligible entity contracts with under
paragraph (6)—

“(1) submits to the Secretary the most
recent year of audited financial statements;
and

“(i1) has experience in installing and
operating electric vehicle charging infra-
structure, hydrogen fueling infrastructure,
propane fueling infrastructure, or natural
cas fueling infrastructure; and
“(D) consider whether, to the maximum

extent practicable, the eligible entity and the
private entity that the eligible entity contracts
with under paragraph (6) enter into an agree-
ment—

“(i) to operate and maintain publicly
available electric vehicle charging infra-
structure, hydrogen fueling infrastructure,
propane fueling infrastructure, or natural

eas infrastructure; and
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“(i1) that provides a remedy and an
opportunity to cure if the requirements de-
scribed in clause (1) are not met.
“(6) USE OF FUNDS.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—An eligible entity re-
ceiving a grant under this subsection shall only
use the funds in accordance with this paragraph
to contract with a private entity for acquisition
and installation of publicly accessible electrie
vehicle charging infrastructure, hydrogen fuel-
ing infrastructure, propane fueling infrastruc-
ture, or natural gas fueling infrastructure that
is directly related to the charging or fueling of
a vehicle.

“(B) LOCATION OF INFRASTRUCTURE.—
Any publicly accessible electric vehicle charging
infrastructure, hydrogen fueling infrastructure,
propane fueling infrastructure, or natural gas
fueling infrastructure acquired and installed
with a grant under this subsection shall be lo-
cated along an alternative fuel corridor des-
ignated under this section, on the condition that
any affected Indian tribes are consulted before
the designation.

“(C) OPERATING ASSISTANCE.—
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“(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to clauses
(i1) and (i11), an eligible entity that receives
a grant under this subsection may use a
portion of the funds to provide to a private
entity operating assistance for the first 5
years of operations after the installation of
publicly available electric vehicle charging
infrastructure, hydrogen fueling infrastrue-
ture, propane fueling infrastructure, or
natural gas fueling infrastructure while the
facility transitions to independent system
operations.

“(11) INCLUSIONS.—Operating assist-
ance under this subparagraph shall be lim-
ited to costs allocable to operating and
maintaining the electric vehicle charging
infrastructure, hydrogen fueling infrastrue-
ture, propane fueling infrastructure, or
natural gas fueling infrastructure and
service.

“(i11) LIMITATION.—Operating assist-
ance under this subparagraph may not ex-
ceed the amount of a contract under sub-
paragraph (A) to acquire and install pub-

licly accessible electric vehicle charging in-
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frastructure, hydrogen fueling infrastrue-
ture, propane fueling infrastructure, or

natural gas fueling infrastructure.

“(D) TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES.
“(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to this
paragraph, an eligible entity that receives
a grant under this subsection may use a

(2) CosT SHARE.—A grant awarded under
paragraph (1) shall not exceed 80 percent of the
total cost of the project funded by the grant.

(3) COORDINATION.—In carrying out the grant
program under this subsection, the Secretary shall—

(A) to the maximum extent practicable, le-
verage existing resources and programs of the

Department and other relevant Federal agen-

cies; and

(B) coordinate with other Federal agen-
cies, as the Secretary determines to be appro-

priate.
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(4) APPLICATION; SELECTION.—

“(¢) ELIGIBLE PROJECTS.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2),

funds apportioned to a State under section
104(b)(7) may be obligated for projects to support
the reduction of transportation emissions, includ-

ng—

“(A) a project described in  section
149(b)(4) to establish or operate a traffic moni-
toring, management, and control facility or pro-
oram, including advanced truck stop electrifica-
tion systems;

“(B) a public transportation project that is
eligible for assistance under section 142;

“(C) a project described 1n  section
101(a)(29) (as in effect on the day before the
date of enactment of the FAST Act (Public
Law 114-94; 129 Stat. 1312)), including the
construction, planning, and design of on-road
and off-road trail facilities for pedestrians,
bicyelists, and other nonmotorized forms of

transportation;
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“(D) a project described in section
503(¢)(4)(E) for advanced transportation and
congestion management technologies;

“(E) a project for the deployment of infra-
structure-based intelligent transportation sys-
tems capital improvements and the installation
of  vehicle-to-infrastructure  communications
equipment;

“(F) a project to replace street lighting
and traffic control devices with energy-efficient
alternatives;

“(G) the development of a carbon reduc-
tion strategy in accordance with subsection (d);

“(H) a project or strategy that is designed
to support congestion pricing, shifting transpor-
tation demand to nonpeak hours or other trans-
portation modes, increasing vehicle occupancy
rates, or otherwise reducing demand for roads,
including electronic toll collection, and travel
demand management strategies and programs;

“(I) efforts to reduce the environmental
and community impacts of freight movement;

“(J) a project to support deployment of al-

ternative fuel vehicles, including—
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“(1) the acquisition, installation, or
operation of publicly accessible electric ve-
hicle charging infrastructure or hydrogen,
natural gas, or propane vehicle fueling in-
frastructure; and
“(i1) the purchase or lease of zero-
emission construction equipment and vehi-
cles, including the acquisition, construe-
tion, or leasing of required supporting fa-
cilities;

“(K) a project described in section
149(b)(8) for a diesel engine retrofit;

“(L.) a project described 1in  section
149(b)(5) that does not result in the construc-
tion of new capacity; and

“(M) a project that reduces transportation
emissions at port facilities, including through
the advancement of port electrification.

“(2) FLExmBILITY.—In addition to the eligible

projects under paragraph (1), a State may use funds

“(11) to facilitate the use of vehicles or
modes of travel that result in lower trans-
portation emissions per person-mile trav-
eled as compared to existing vehicles and
modes; and

“(i1) to facilitate approaches to the
construction of transportation assets that
result in lower transportation emissions as
compared to existing approaches;

“(C) support the reduction of transpor-
tation emissions of the State;

“(D) at the diseretion of the State, quan-
tify the total carbon emissions from the produec-
tion, transport, and use of materials used in the
construction of transportation facilities within
the State; and

“(E) be appropriate to the population den-
sity and context of the State, including any
metropolitan planning organization designated

within the State.
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“(3) UppATES.—The carbon reduction strategy
of a State developed under paragraph (1) shall be
updated not less frequently than once every 4 years.

“(4) REVIEW.—Not later than 90 days after
the date on which a State submits a request for the
approval of a carbon reduction strategy developed by
the State under paragraph (1), the Secretary shall—

“(A) review the process used to develop the
carbon reduction strategy; and

“(B)(1) certify that the carbon reduction
strategy meets the requirements of paragraph

(2); or

“(i1) deny certification of the carbon reduc-
tion strategy and specify the actions necessary
for the State to take to correct the deficiencies
in the process of the State in developing the
carbon reduction strategy.

“(5) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE.—At the request
of a State, the Secretary shall provide technical as-
sistance in the development of the carbon reduction
strategy under paragraph (1).

“(e) SUBALLOCATION.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—For each fiscal year, of the

funds apportioned to the State under section

104(b)(7)—

(1) COMMUNITY OF COLOR.—The term ‘‘com-
munity of color’” means, in a State, a census block
eroup for which the aggregate percentage of resi-
dents who identify as Black, African-American,

the Secretary, than the State average.

(2) CooL PAVEMENT.—The term ‘“cool pave-
ment” means a pavement with reflective surfaces
with higher albedo to decrease the surface tempera-
ture of that pavement.

(3) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—The term ‘‘eligible enti-
ty”” means—

(A) a State;

(B) a metropolitan planning organization;
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(C) a unit of local government;
(D) a Tribal government; and
(E) a nonprofit organization working in co-
ordination with an entity described in subpara-

oraphs (A) through (D).

(4) LOW-INCOME COMMUNITY.—The term “‘low-
income community”” means a census block group in
which not less than 30 percent of the population
lives below the poverty line (as defined in section
673 of the Community Services Block Grant Act (42
U.S.C. 9902)).

(5) POROUS PAVEMENT.—The term ‘‘porous
pavement” means a paved surface with a higher
than normal percentage of air voids to allow water
to pass through the surface and infiltrate into the
subsoil.

(6) PROGRAM.—The term ‘“‘program” means
the Healthy Streets program established under sub-
section (b).

(7) STATE.—The term ‘“State” has the mean-
ing given the term in section 101(a) of title 23,
United States Code.

7 (b) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary shall establish

14 (¢) GoALs.—The goals of the program are—

(B) the contribution that the projects in-
tended to be carried out with grant funds would
make to improving the safety, health outcomes,
natural environment, and quality of life in low-
mcome communities and communities of color.

(e) USE OF FUNDS.—An eligible entity that receives

a grant under the program may use the grant funds for

lands to identify hot spot areas of extreme heat or
elevated air pollution.

(2) Conducting a comprehensive tree canopy as-
sessment, which shall assess the current tree loca-
tions and canopy, including—

(A) an inventory of the location, species,
condition, and health of existing tree canopies
and trees on public facilities; and

(B) an identification of—
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(1) the locations where trees need to
be replaced;

(i) empty tree boxes or other loca-
tions where trees could be added; and

(i11) flood-prone locations where trees
or other natural infrastructure could miti-
cate flooding.

(3) Conducting an equity assessment by map-
ping tree canopy gaps, flood-prone locations, and
urban heat island hot spots as compared to—

(A) pedestrian walkways and public trans-
portation stop locations;

(B) low-income communities; and

(C) communities of color.

(4) Planning activities, including developing an
imvestment plan based on the results of the assess-
ments carried out under paragraphs (1), (2), and
(3).

(5) Purchasing and deploying cool pavements to
mitigate urban heat island hot spots.

(6) Purchasing and deploying porous pavement
to mitigate flooding and stormwater runoff in—

(A) pedestrian-only areas; and
(B) areas of low-volume, low-speed vehic-

ular use.
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(7) Purchasing of trees, site preparation, plant-
ing of trees, ongoing maintenance and monitoring of
trees, and repairing of storm damage to trees, with
priority given to—

(A) to the extent practicable, the planting
of native species; and

(B) projects located in a neighborhood with
lower tree cover or higher maximum daytime
summer temperatures compared to surrounding
neighborhoods.

(8) Assessing underground infrastructure and
coordinating with local transportation and utility
providers.

(9) Hiring staff to conduct any of the activities
described in paragraphs (1) through (8).

(f) PRIORITY.—In awarding grants to eligible entities

under the program, the Secretary shall give priority to an

eligible entity—

(1) proposing to carry out an activity or project
in a low-income community or a community of color;
(2) that has entered into a community benefits
agreement with representatives of the community; or
(3) that is partnering with a qualified youth or
conservation corps (as defined in section 203 of the

Public Lands Corps Act of 1993 (16 U.S.C. 1722)).
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(2) DISTRIBUTION REQUIREMENT.—Of the amounts
made available to carry out the program for each fiscal
year, not less than 80 percent shall be provided for
projects in urbanized areas (as defined in section 101(a)
of title 23, United States Code).
(h) FEDERAL SHARE.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided under
paragraph (2), the Federal share of the cost of a
project carried out under the program shall be 80
percent.

(2) WAIVER.—The Secretary may increase the
Federal share requirement under paragraph (1) to
100 percent for projects carried out by an eligible
entity that demonstrates economic hardship, as de-
termined by the Secretary.

(1) MAXIMUM GRANT AMOUNT.—An individual grant
under this section shall not exceed $15,000,000.

Subtitle E—Miscellaneous
SEC. 1501. ADDITIONAL DEPOSITS INTO HIGHWAY TRUST
FUND.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 105 of title 23, United
States Code, is repealed.

(b) CLERICAL AMENDMENT.—The analysis for chap-
ter 1 of title 23, United States Code, is amended by strik-

ing the item relating to section 105.
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SEC. 1502. STOPPING THREATS ON PEDESTRIANS.

(a) DEFINITION OF BOLLARD INSTALLATION
ProJECT.—In this section, the term ‘“bollard installation
project” means a project to install raised concrete or metal
posts on a sidewalk adjacent to a roadway that are de-
signed to slow or stop a motor vehicle.

(b) ESTABLISHMENT.—Not later than 1 year after
the date of enactment of this Act and subject to the avail-
ability of appropriations, the Secretary shall establish and
carry out a competitive grant pilot program to provide as-
sistance to State departments of transportation and local
covernment entities for bollard installation projects de-
signed to prevent pedestrian injuries and acts of terrorism
in areas used by large numbers of pedestrians.

(¢) APPLICATION.—To be eligible to receive a grant
under this section, a State department of transportation
or local government entity shall submit to the Secretary
an application at such time, in such form, and containing
such information as the Secretary determines to be appro-
priate, which shall include, at a minimum—

(1) a deseription of the proposed bollard instal-
lation project to be carried out;

(2) a description of the pedestrian injury or ter-
rorism risks with respect to the proposed installation

area; and
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(3) an analysis of how the proposed bollard in-
stallation project will mitigate those risks.

(d) USE or FUNDS.—A recipient of a grant under

this section may only use the grant funds for a bollard
installation project.

(e) FEDERAL SHARE.—The Federal share of the
costs of a bollard installation project carried out with a
erant under this section may be up to 100 percent.

(f) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is
authorized to be appropriated to the Secretary to carry
out this section $5,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2022
through 2026.

SEC. 1503. TRANSFER AND SALE OF TOLL CREDITS.

In this section:

(a) DEFINITIONS.

(1) ORIGINATING STATE.—The term ‘“origi-
nating State” means a State that—

(A) 1s eligible to use a credit under section

120(1) of title 23, United States Code; and

(B) has been selected by the Secretary

under subsection (d)(2).

(2) PiLor PROGRAM.—The term “pilot pro-
oram’” means the pilot program established under
subsection (b).

(3) RECIPIENT STATE.—The term ‘recipient

State” means a State that receives a credit by trans-
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fer or by sale under this section from an originating
State.
(4) STATE.—The term ‘“‘State” has the mean-
ing egiven the term in section 101(a) of title 23,
United States Code.

(b) ESTABLISHMENT OF PILOT PROGRAM.—The Sec-

retary shall establish and implement a toll eredit exchange

pilot program in accordance with this section.

(¢) PurPOSES.—The purposes of the pilot program

are—

(1) to identify the extent of the demand to pur-
chase toll credits;

(2) to identify the cash price of toll credits
through bilateral transactions between States;

(3) to analyze the impact of the purchase or
sale of toll credits on transportation expenditures;

(4) to test the feasibility of expanding the pilot
program to allow all States to participate on a per-
manent basis; and

(5) to identify any other repercussions of the

toll eredit exchange.

(d) SELECTION OF ORIGINATING STATES.
(1) ApPPLICATION.—In order to participate in
the pilot program as an originating State, a State

shall submit to the Secretary an application at such
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time, in such manner, and containing such informa-
tion as the Secretary may require, including, at a
minimum, such information as is required for the

Secretary to verify—

(A) the amount of unused toll credits for

which the State has submitted certification to
the Secretary that are available to be sold or
transferred under the pilot program, includ-

mng—

(1) toll revenue generated and the
sources of that revenue;

(ii) toll revenue used by publie, quasi-
public, and private agencies to build, im-
prove, or maintain highways, bridges, or
tunnels that serve the public purpose of
interstate commerce; and

(i) an accounting of any Federal
funds used by the public, quasi-public, or
private agency to build, improve, or main-
tain the toll facility, to validate that the
credit has been reduced by a percentage
equal to the percentage of the total cost of
building, improving, or maintaining the fa-

cility that was derived from Federal funds;
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(B) the documentation of maintenance of
effort for toll credits earned by the originating

State; and

(C) the accuracy of the accounting system
of the State to earn and track toll credits.

(2) SELECTION.—Of the States that submit an
application under paragraph (1), the Secretary may
select not more than 10 States to be designated as
an originating State.

(3) LIMITATION ON SALES.—At any time, the
Secretary may limit the amount of unused toll cred-
its that may be offered for sale under the pilot pro-

oram.

(¢) TRANSFER OR SALE OF CREDITS.

(1) IN GENERAL.—In ecarrying out the pilot
program, the Secretary shall provide that an origi-
nating State may transfer or sell to a recipient State
a credit not previously used by the originating State
under section 120(1) of title 23, United States Code.

(C) PrIORITIES.—In selecting recipients of
technical assistance under subparagraph (A),
the Secretary shall give priority to an applica-
tion from a community that is economically dis-
advantaged.

(4) SELECTION.—The Secretary shall—

(A) solicit applications for—

(1) planning grants; and

(i1) technical assistance under para-
oraph (3); and
(B) evaluate applications for a planning

orant on the basis of the demonstration by the
applicant that—

(1) the eligible facility is aged and is
likely to need replacement or significant re-
construction within the 20-year period be-
ginning on the date of the submission of
the application;

(i1) the eligible facility

(I) ereates barriers to mobility,

access, or economic development; or
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(IT) is not justified by current

and forecast future travel demand,
and
(111) on the basis of preliminary inves-
tigations into the feasibility of removing,
retrofitting, or mitigating the eligible facil-
ity to restore community connectivity, fur-
ther investigation is necessary and likely to
be productive.
(5) AWARD AMOUNTS.—A planning grant may
not exceed $2,000,000 per recipient.
(6) FEDERAL SHARE.—The total Federal share
of the cost of a planning activity for which a plan-
ning grant is used shall not exceed 80 percent.

(d) CAPITAL CONSTRUCTION GRANTS.—

(1) EriGisLE ENTITIES.—The Secretary may
award a grant (referred to in this section as a “cap-
ital construction grant’”) to the owner of an eligible
facility to carry out an eligible project described in
paragraph (3) for which all necessary feasibility
studies and other planning activities have been com-

pleted.

(2) PARTNERSHIPS.—An owner of an eligible

facility may, for the purposes of submitting an appli-
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cation for a capital construction grant, if applicable,
partner with—
(A) a State;
(B) a unit of local government;
(C) a Tribal government;
(D) a metropolitan planning organization;
or
(E) a nonprofit organization.

(3) ELIGIBLE PROJECTS.—A project eligible to
be carried out with a capital construction grant in-
cludes—

(A) the removal, retrofit, or mitigation of
an eligible facility; and
(B) the replacement of an eligible facility
with a new facility that—
(1) restores community connectivity;
and
(i1) is—
(I) sensitive to the context of the
surrounding community; and
(IT) otherwise eligible for funding
under title 23, United States Code.

(4) SELECTION.—The Secretary shall—

(A) solicit applications for capital construc-

tion grants; and
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(B) evaluate applications on the basis of—

(1) the degree to which the project will
improve mobility and access through the
removal of barriers;

(i) the appropriateness of removing,
retrofitting, or mitigating the eligible facil-
ity, based on current traffic patterns and
the ability of the replacement facility and
the regional transportation network to ab-
sorb transportation demand and provide
safe mobility and access;

(iii) the impact of the project on
freight movement;

(iv) the results of a cost-benefit anal-
ysis of the project;

(v) the opportunities for inclusive eco-
nomic development;

(vi) the degree to which the eligible
facility 1s out of context with the current
or planned land use;

(vii) the results of any feasibility
study completed for the project; and

(viii) the plan of the applicant for—

(I) employing residents in the

area 1mpacted by the project through
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targeted hiring programs, in partner-
ship with registered apprenticeship
programs, if applicable; and

(IT) contracting and subcon-
tracting with disadvantaged business
enterprises.

(5) MINIMUM AWARD AMOUNTS.—A capital

construction grant shall be in an amount not less

than $5,000,000 per recipient.

(6) FEDERAL SHARE.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subpara-
eraph (B), a capital construction grant may not
exceed 50 percent of the total cost of the
project for which the grant is awarded.

(B) MAXIMUM FEDERAL INVOLVEMENT.—
Federal assistance other than a capital con-
struction grant may be used to satisfy the non-
Federal share of the cost of a project for which
the grant is awarded, except that the total Fed-
eral assistance provided for a project for which
the grant is awarded may not exceed 80 percent
of the total cost of the project.

(7) COMMUNITY ADVISORY BOARD.—
(A) IN GENERAL.—To help achieve inclu-

sive economic development benefits with respect
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to the project for which a grant is awarded, a
orant recipient may form a community advisory
board, which shall—
(1) facilitate community engagement
with respect to the project; and
(i) track progress with respect to
commitments of the grant recipient to in-
clusive employment, contracting, and eco-
nomic development under the project.

(B) MEMBERSIHIP.—If a grant recipient
forms a community advisory board under sub-
paragraph (A), the community advisory board
shall be composed of representatives of—

(1) the community;

(1) owners of businesses that serve
the community;

(ii1) labor organizations that represent
workers that serve the community; and

(iv) State and local government.

(e) REPORTS.

(1) USDOT REPORT ON PROGRAM.—Not later
than January 1, 2026, the Secretary shall submit to
the Committee on Environment and Public Works of
the Senate and the Committee on Transportation

and Infrastructure of the IHouse of Representatives
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a report that evaluates the program under this sec-
tion, including—

(A) information about the level of appli-
cant interest in planning grants, technical as-
sistance under subsection (¢)(3), and capital
construction grants, including the extent to
which overall demand exceeded available funds;
and

(B) for recipients of capital construction
orants, the outcomes and impacts of the high-
way removal project, including—

(i) any changes in the overall level of
mobility, congestion, access, and safety in
the project area; and

(i) environmental impacts and eco-
nomic development opportunities in the
project area.

(2) GAO REPORT ON HIGHWAY REMOVALS.—
Not later than 2 years after the date of enactment
of this Act, the Comptroller General of the United
States shall issue a report that—

(A) 1dentifies examples of projects to re-
move highways using Federal highway funds;

(B) evaluates the effect of highway re-

moval projects on the surrounding area, includ-
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ing impacts to the local economy, congestion ef-
fects, safety outcomes, and impacts on the
movement of freight and people;

(C) evaluates the existing Federal-aid pro-
ogram eligibility under title 23, United States
Code, for hichway removal projects;

(D) analyzes the costs and benefits of and
barriers to removing underutilized highways
that are nearing the end of their useful life
compared to replacing or reconstructing the
highway; and

(E) provides recommendations for inte-
orating those assessments into transportation

planning and decision-making processes.

(f) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE.—Of the funds made
available to carry out this section for planning grants, the
Secretary may use not more than $15,000,000 during the
period of fiscal years 2022 through 2026 to provide tech-
nical assistance under subsection (¢)(3).

SEC. 1510. CYBERSECURITY TOOL; CYBER COORDINATOR.

In this section:

(1) ADMINISTRATOR.—The term “‘Adminis-

trator’” means the Administrator of the Federal

Highway Administration.
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(2) CYBER INCIDENT.—The term ‘“‘cyber inci-
dent” has the meaning given the term ‘significant
cyber incident” in Presidential Policy Directive—41
(July 26, 2016, relating to cyber incident coordina-
tion).

(3) TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY.—The term
“transportation authority” means—

(A) a public authority (as defined in sec-
tion 101(a) of title 23, United States Code);

(B) an owner or operator of a highway (as
defined in section 101(a) of title 23, United
States Code);

(C) a manufacturer that manufactures a
product related to transportation; and

(D) a division office of the Federal High-
way Administration.

(b) CYBERSECURITY TOOL.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 2 years after
the date of enactment of this Act, the Administrator
shall develop a tool to assist transportation authori-
ties in identifying, detecting, protecting against, re-
sponding to, and recovering from cyber incidents.

(2) REQUIREMENTS.

In developing the tool

under paragraph (1), the Administrator shall—
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(A) use the eybersecurity framework estab-
lished by the National Institute of Standards
and Technology and required by Executive
Order 13636 of February 12, 2013 (78 Fed.
Reg. 11739; relating to improving critical infra-
structure cybersecurity);

(B) establish a structured cybersecurity as-
sessment and development program;

(C) eonsult with appropriate transportation
authorities, operating agencies, industry stake-
holders, and cybersecurity experts; and

(D) provide for a period of public comment
and review on the tool.

(¢) DESIGNATION OF CYBER COORDINATOR.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 2 years after
the date of enactment of this Act, the Administrator
shall designate an office as a “‘cyber coordinator”,
which shall be responsible for monitoring, alerting,
and advising transportation authorities of ¢yber inci-
dents.

(2) REQUIREMENTS.—The office designated

under paragraph (1) shall—
(A) provide to transportation authorities a
secure method of notifying a single Federal en-

tity of cyber incidents;
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(B) monitor cyber incidents that affect
transportation authorities;

(C) alert transportation authorities to
cyber incidents that affect those transportation
authorities;

(D) investigate unaddressed cyber inci-
dents that affect transportation authorities; and

(E) provide to transportation authorities
educational resources, outreach, and awareness
on fundamental principles and best practices in

cybersecurity for transportation systems.

SEC. 1511. REPORT ON EMERGING ALTERNATIVE FUEL VE-

HICLES AND INFRASTRUCTURE.

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:

(1) EMERGING ALTERNATIVE FUEL VEHICLE.—

(2) identifies areas where emerging alternative
fueling infrastructure will be needed to meet the cur-
rent and future needs of drivers during the 5-year
period beginning on the date of submission of the re-
port;

(3) 1dentifies specific areas, such as a lack of
pipeline infrastructure, that may impede deployment
and adoption of emerging alternative fuel vehicles;

(4) includes a map that identifies concentra-
tions of emerging alternative fuel vehicles to meet
the needs of current and future emerging alternative
fueling infrastructure;

(5) estimates the future need for emerging al-
ternative fueling infrastructure to support the adop-
tion and use of emerging alternative fuel vehicles;
and

(6) includes a tool to allow States to compare

and evaluate different adoption and use scenarios for
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emerging alternative fuel vehicles, with the ability to
adjust factors to account for regionally specific char-
acteristies.
1512. NONHIGHWAY RECREATIONAL FUEL STUDY.

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:

ferred to the Highway Trust Fund; and

(¢) CONSULTATION.—In carrying out an assessment

SEC. 1522. INVASIVE PLANT ELIMINATION PROGRAM.

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:
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(1) INVASIVE PLANT.—The term “invasive
plant’” means a nonnative plant, tree, grass, or weed
species, 1including, at a minimum, cheatgrass,
Ventenata dubia, medusahead, bulbous bluegrass,
Japanese brome, rattail fescue, Japanese honey-
suckle, phragmites, autumn olive, Bradford pear,
wild parsnip, sericea lespedeza, spotted knapweed,
carlic mustard, and palmer amaranth.

(b) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary shall carry out
a program to provide grants to States to eliminate or con-
trol existing invasive plants or prevent introduction of or
encroachment by new invasive plants along and in areas
adjacent to transportation corridor rights-of-way.
(¢) APPLICATION.—To be eligible to receive a grant
under the program, a State shall submit to the Secretary
an application at such time, in such manner, and con-

taining such information as the Secretary may require.

(d) ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES.
(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to this subsection, a

State that receives a grant under the program may
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use the grant funds to carry out activities to elimi-
nate or control existing invasive plants or prevent in-
troduction of or encroachment by new invasive
plants along and in areas adjacent to transportation
corridor rights-of-way.

(2) PRIORITIZATION OF PROJECTS.—In car-

rying out the program, the Secretary shall give pri-
ority to projects that utilize revegetation with native
plants and wildflowers, including those that are pol-
linator-friendly.

(3) PROHIBITION ON CERTAIN USES OF
FUNDS.—Amounts provided to a State under the
program may not be used for costs relating to mow-
ing a transportation corridor right-of-way or the ad-
jacent area unless—

(A) mowing is identified as the best means
of treatment according to best management
practices; or

(B) mowing is used in conjunction with an-
other treatment.

(4) LomrraTIiON.—Not more than 10 percent of
the amounts provided to a State under the program
may be used for the purchase of equipment.

(5) ADMINISTRATIVE AND INDIRECT COSTS.—

Not more than 5 percent of the amounts provided to
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a State under the program may be used for the ad-
ministrative and other indirect costs (such as full
time employee salaries, rent, insurance, subscrip-
tions, utilities, and office supplies) of carrying out
eligible activities.

(¢) REQUIREMENTS.—

(1) COORDINATION.—In carrying out eligible

activities with a grant under the program, a State

shall coordinate with—

(A) units of local government, political
subdivisions of the State, and Tribal authorities
that are carrying out eligible activities in the
areas to be treated;

(B) local regulatory authorities, in the case
of a treatment along or adjacent to a railroad
right-of-way; and

(C) with respect to the most effective road-
side control methods, State and Federal land
management agencies and any relevant Tribal
authorities.

(2) ANNUAL REPORT.—Not later than 1 year

after the date on which a State receives a grant
under the program, and annually thereafter, that

State shall provide to the Secretary an annual report
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on the treatments carried out using funds from the
orant.
(f) FEDERAL SHARE.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Federal share of the

cost of an eligible activity carried out using funds
from a grant under the program shall be—

(A) in the case of a project that utilizes re-
vegetation with native plants and wildflowers,

using funds provided under this section meet the fol-
lowing objectives:

(A) To test the design, acceptance, equity,
and implementation of user-based alternative
revenue mechanisms, including among—

(1) differing income groups; and
(ii) rural and urban drivers, as appli-
cable.

(B) To provide recommendations regarding
adoption and implementation of user-based al-

ternative revenue mechanisms.
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(C) To quantify and minimize the adminis-
trative costs of any potential user-based alter-
native revenue mechanisms.

(D) To test a variety of solutions, includ-
ing the use of independent and private third-
party vendors, for the collection of data and
fees from user-based alternative revenue mecha-
nisms, including the reliability and security of
those solutions and vendors.

(E) To test solutions to ensure the privacy
and security of data collected for the purpose of
implementing a user-based alternative revenue
mechanism.

(F) To conduct public education and out-
reach to increase public awareness regarding
the mneed for wuser-based alternative revenue
mechanisms for surface transportation pro-
orams.

(G) To evaluate the ease of compliance and
enforcement of a variety of implementation ap-
proaches for different users of the surface
transportation system.

() To ensure, to the greatest extent prac-

ticable, the use of innovation.
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(I) To consider, to the greatest extent
practicable, the potential for revenue collection
along a network of alternative fueling stations.

(J) To evaluate the impacts of the imposi-
tion of a user-based alternative revenue mecha-
nism on—

(1) transportation revenues;

(i1) personal mobility, driving pat-
terns, congestion, and transportation costs;
and

(1) freight movement and costs.

(K) To evaluate options for the integration
of a user-based alternative revenue mechanism
with—

(i) nationwide transportation revenue
collections and regulations;

(i1) toll revenue collection platforms;

(iii) transportation network company
fees; and

(iv) any other relevant transportation
revenue mechanisms.

(4) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—An entity eligible to

apply for a grant under this section is—

(A) a State or a group of States;
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1 (B) a local government or a group of local
2 governments; or

3 (C) a metropolitan planning organization
4 (as defined in section 134(b) of title 23, United
5 States Code) or a group of metropolitan plan-
6 ning organizations.

7 (5) USE OF FUNDS.—An eligible entity that re-
8 ceives a grant under this section shall use the grant
9 to carry out a pilot project to address 1 or more of
10 the objectives desceribed in paragraph (3).

11 (6) CONSIDERATION.—The Secretary shall con-
12 sider geographic diversity in awarding grants under
13 this subsection.

SEC. 3002. NATIONAL MOTOR VEHICLE PER-MILE USER FEE

(A) is applied to road users operating

(8) PiLor PROGRAM.—The term “pilot pro-
oram’” means the pilot program established under
subsection (b)(1).

(9) VOLUNTEER PARTICIPANT.—The term ‘‘vol-
unteer participant’” means—

(A) an owner or lessee of a private, per-
sonal motor vehicle who volunteers to partici-
pate in the pilot program;

(B) a commercial vehicle operator who vol-
unteers to participate in the pilot program; or

(C) an owner of a motor vehicle fleet who
volunteers to participate in the pilot program.

(b) ESTABLISHMENT.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary, in coordina-
tion with the Secretary of the Treasury, and con-
sistent with the recommendations of the advisory
board, shall establish a pilot program to demonstrate

a national motor vehicle per-mile user fee—
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1 (A) to restore and maintain the long-term

(B) VOLUNTEER PARTICIPANTS.—In a
manner that the Secretary considers appro-
priate, the Secretary shall enable each volunteer
participant to choose 1 of the selected collection

(e) MoTOrR VEHICLE PER-MILE USER FEES.—For
the purposes of the pilot program, the Secretary of the
Treasury shall establish, on an annual basis, per-mile user

fees for passenger motor vehicles, light trucks, and

(G) Advocacy groups focused on equity.

(H) Owners of motor vehicle fleets.

(I) Owners and operators of toll facilities.

(J) Tribal groups or representatives.

(K) Any other representatives or entities,
as determined appropriate by the Secretary.

(3) RECOMMENDATIONS.—Not later than 1

yvear after the date on which the advisory board is
established under paragraph (1), the advisory board
shall provide the Secretary with the recommenda-
tions described in subparagraph (A) of that para-
oraph, which the Secretary shall use in imple-
menting the pilot program.

(h) PUBLIC AWARENESS CAMPAIGN.—

SEC. 4002. ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEWS FOR CERTAIN TRIB-
AL TRANSPORTATION FACILITIES.

(a) DEFINITION OF TRIBAL TRANSPORTATION SAFE-
TY PROJECT.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—In this section, the term

“tribal transportation safety project” means a

project described in paragraph (2) that is eligible for

funding under section 202 of title 23, United States

Code.
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(2) PROJECT DESCRIBED.—A project described
in this paragraph is a project that corrects or im-
proves a hazardous road location or feature or ad-
dresses a highway safety problem through 1 or more
of the activities described in any of the clauses
under section 148(a)(4)(B) of title 23, United States
Code.

(b) REVIEWS OF TRIBAL TRANSPORTATION SAFETY

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary or the Sec-
retary of Transportation, as applicable, or the head
of another Federal agency responsible for a decision
related to a tribal transportation safety project shall
complete any approval or decision for the review of
the tribal transportation safety project required
under the National Environmental Policy Act of
1969 (42 U.S.C. 4321 et seq.) or any other applica-
ble Federal law on an expeditious basis using the
shortest existing applicable process.

Not later than

(2) REVIEW OF APPLICATIONS.
45 days after the date of receipt of a complete appli-
cation by an Indian tribe for approval of a tribal
transportation safety project, the Secretary or the
Secretary of Transportation, as applicable, shall—

(A) take final action on the application; or
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(B) provide the Indian tribe a schedule for
completion of the review described in paragraph

(1), including the identification of any other

Federal agency that has jurisdiction with re-

spect to the project.

(3) DECISIONS UNDER OTHER FEDERAL
LAWS.—In any case in which a decision under any
other Federal law relating to a tribal transportation
safety project (including the issuance or denial of a
permit or license) is required, not later than 45 days
after the Secretary or the Secretary of Transpor-
tation, as applicable, has made all decisions of the
lead agency under the National Environmental Pol-
icy Act of 1969 (42 U.S.C. 4321 et seq.) with re-
spect to the project, the head of the Federal agency
responsible for the decision shall—

(A) make the applicable decision; or
(B) provide the Indian tribe a schedule for
making the decision.

(4) EXTENSIONS.—The Secretary or the Sec-

retary of Transportation, as applicable, or the head
of the Federal agency may extend the period under
paragraph (2) or (3), as applicable, by an additional

30 days by providing the Indian tribe notice of the
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extension, including a statement of the need for the

extension.

(5) NOTIFICATION AND EXPLANATION.—In any
case in which a required action is not completed by
the deadline under paragraph (2), (3), or (4), as ap-
plicable, the Secretary, the Secretary of Transpor-
tation, or the head of a Federal agency, as applica-
ble, shall—

(A) notify the Committees on Indian Af-
fairs and Environment and Public Works of the

Senate and the Committee on Natural Re-

sources of the House of Representatives of the

failure to comply with the deadline; and
(B) provide to the Committees deseribed in
subparagraph (A) a detailed explanation of the
reasons for the failure to comply with the dead-
line.
SEC. 4003. PROGRAMMATIC AGREEMENTS FOR TRIBAL
CATEGORICAL EXCLUSIONS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary and the Secretary
of Transportation shall enter into programmatic agree-
ments with Indian tribes that establish efficient adminis-
trative procedures for carrying out environmental reviews
for projects eligible for assistance under section 202 of

title 23, United States Code.

(b) INCLUSIONS.—A programmatic agreement under

(E) have a term of not more than 5 years,
with an option for renewal based on a review by
the Secretary and the Secretary of Transpor-

tation of the performance of the Indian tribe.

turing and streamlining road maintenance programs
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on existing or future roads located on Indian land;
and

(4) recommendations on how to implement ef-
forts to coordinate with States, counties, municipali-
ties, and other units of local government to maintain
roads on Indian land.
(¢) TRIBAL CONSULTATION AND INPUT.—Before be-

einning the study under subsection (b), the Secretary

(1) consult with any Indian tribes that have ju-
risdiction over roads eligible for funding under the
road maintenance program of the Bureau of Indian
Affairs; and

(2) solicit and consider the input, comments,
and recommendations of the Indian tribes deseribed
in paragraph (1).

(d) REPORT.—On completion of the study under sub-
section (b), the Secretary, in consultation with the Sec-
retary of Transportation, shall submit to the Committees
on Indian Affairs and Environment and Public Works of
the Senate and the Committees on Natural Resources and
Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Rep-
resentatives a report on the results and findings of the

study.
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(e) STATUS REPORT.—Not later than 2 years after
the date of enactment of this Act, and not less frequently
than every 2 years thereafter, the Secretary, in consulta-
tion with the Secretary of Transportation, shall submit to
the Committees on Indian Affairs and Environment and
Public Works of the Senate and the Committees on Nat-

(4) how the goals described in subsection (b)
have been met, including—

(A) an identification and assessment of
any deficiencies or shortfalls in meeting the
coals; and

(B) a plan to address the deficiencies or

shortfalls in meeting the goals; and
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(5) any other issues or recommendations pro-
vided by an Indian tribe under the consultation and
input process under subsection (¢) that the Sec-
retary determines to be appropriate.

SEC. 4007. MAINTENANCE OF CERTAIN INDIAN RESERVA-

(b) BEST PRACTICES, STANDARDIZED CRASH RE-

PORT FORM.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year after
the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary of
Transportation, in consultation with the Secretary,
Indian tribes, Alaska Native villages, and State de-
partments of transportation shall develop—

(A) best practices for the compiling, anal-
ysis, and sharing of motor vehicle crash data
for crashes occurring on Indian reservations
and in Alaska Native communities; and

(B) a standardized form for use by Indian
tribes and Alaska Native communities to carry
out those best practices.

(2) PURPOSE.—The purpose of the best prac-
tices and standardized form developed under para-
oeraph (1) shall be to improve the quality and quan-
tity of crash data available to and used by the Fed-
eral Highway Administration, State departments of
transportation, Indian tribes, and Alaska Native vil-
lages.

(3) REPORT.—On completion of the develop-

ment of the best practices and standardized form
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under paragraph (1), the Secretary of Transpor-
tation shall submit to the Committees on Indian Af-
fairs and Environment and Public Works of the Sen-
ate and the Committees on Natural Resources and
Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of
Representatives a report describing the best prac-
tices and standardized form.

(¢) USE oF IMARS.—The Director of the Bureau of

Indian Affairs shall require all law enforcement offices of
the Bureau, for the purpose of reporting motor vehicle
crash data for crashes occurring on Indian reservations

and in Alaska Native communities—

(1) to use the crash report form of the applica-
ble State; and

(2) to upload the information on that form to
the Incident Management Analysis and Reporting
System (IMARS) of the Department of the Interior.

“(D) an Assistant Secretary for Tribal
Government Affairs, who shall be appointed by
the President; and”’; and
(2) in subsection (f), by striking the subsection
designation and heading and all that follows through
the end of paragraph (1) and inserting the following:
“(f) OFFICE OF TRIBAL GOVERNMENT AFFAIRS.—

“(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established in
the Department an Office of Tribal Government Af-
fairs, under the Assistant Secretary for Tribal Gov-
ernment Affairs—

“(A) to oversee the tribal self-governance
program under section 207 of title 23;

“(B) to plan, coordinate, and implement
policies and programs serving Indian Tribes

and Tribal organizations;
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“(C) to coordinate Tribal transportation
programs and activities in all offices and ad-
ministrations of the Department; and

“(D) to be a participant in any negotiated
rulemakings relating to, or having an impact
on, projects, programs, or funding associated
with the Tribal transportation program under
